THE ISRAELITES SENT EHUD TO DELIVER THEIR TRIBUTE
MONEY TO KING EGLON OF MOARB. 16 SO EHUD MADE A
DOUBLE-EDGED DAGGER THAT WAS ABOUT A FOOT LONG,
AND HE STRAPPED iT TO HIiS RIGHT THIGH, KEERPING iT
HIDDEN UNDER HIiS CLOTHING. 17 HE BROUGHT THE TRIBUTE
MONEY TO EGLON, WHO WAS VERY FAT. 18 AFTER
DELIVERING THE PAYMENT, EHUD STARTED HOME WIiTH
THOSE WHO HAD HELPED CARRY THE TRIBUTE. 19 B8UT WHEN
EHUD REACHED THE STONE iDOLS NEAR GILGAL, HE TURNED
BACK. HE CAME TO EGLON AND SAID, “I| HAVE A SECRET
